
STANDARD OPERATING PROCEDURE  SOP DEFRA/1 
FOR 
MANAGEMENT OF A DEFRA PLANT HEATH LICENCE 

[0] Where the DEFRA Plant Health Licence lists more than two Persons Responsible, the actions undertaken below shall be carried out by the first two named Persons Responsible.

[1] The Persons Responsible for The DEFRA Plant Health Licence will notify the Head of School and the Health & Safety Committee of the existence, terms and condition and annual review date of the DEFRA PHL. 
[2] The Persons Responsible for The DEFRA Plant Health Licence will circulate details of the DEFRA PHL and any associated standard operating procedures to all personnel authorized to work in the laboratories designated for the handling of the licensed materials.

[3] The Persons Responsible for The DEFRA Plant Health Licence will provide training to any SEAES personnel working with DEFRA PHL licensed materials and keep or arrange to have kept a registered of such trained personnel.

[4] The Persons Responsible for The DEFRA Plant Health Licence will solicit records of the handling of licensed material from all appropriate trained personnel and report a summary of this and any further matters requiring reporting annually to (i) Head of School; (ii) SEAES Health & Safety Committee; and (iii) DEFRA. 

[5] Where appropriate the Persons Responsible will take advice from DEFRA and/or University of Manchester Biological Safety personnel.

[6] In the event that one or more of the Persons Responsible should leave the employment of The University of SEAES or otherwise be unable to continue as a one of the Persons Responsible, the Head of School will make arrangements for a suitable and timely replacement to be found.
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
